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January 2010 Meeting Minutes


1.  Call to Order:  President Hayes called the meeting to order.  A quorum was established at Golden Corral on the 19th of January 2010.  There were 16 members present and 10 non- members.

2.  The pledge of allegiance:  Said by all.

3.  Secretary's Report:  Report was read and reviewed for accuracy a motion to approve was submitted by CW5(R) Joe Diaz seconded by, CW2 Matt Chase, motion carried.

4.  Treasurer's Report:  Verbal report was read and a written report was available.  A motion to approve subject to audit was submitted by, CW5(R) Joe Diaz seconded by, CW4 Norm May, motion carried. 

5.  Committee Reports:  CW2 Thomas Hayes, Chapter President, announced that CW4 Todd Metcalf would become the Project Coordinator for the Chapter. 	d.  Encouraged current audience to spread the word about our chapter meetings and bring someone new to the next meeting.  Discussed the upcoming CG walk and that the SPWOA would be walking together as a Chapter. 

8.  Unfinished Business:  The President opened the floor for discussion on the following:
a. Veteran’s home visit:  The President encouraged all to take the time to get over there if possible and we will schedule another date in the future possibly March or April timeframe.  

b. Scholarship Fund:  The president opened the floor discussion on the chapters Scholarship fund. a.
